Jason Langer

Jason Langer est un photographe né en 1967 a Tucson, en Arizona. Sa pratique
artistique est profondément influencée par la philosophie bouddhiste. Aprés avoir
obtenu son dipléme en photographie a luniversité de 'Oregon en 1989, Langer
entreprend son premier projet majeur intitule “Shadow”. Ce projet explore les
concepts existentiels lies a la fragilité du corps humain.

En 2007, Langer se lance dans un projet ambitieux intitule “Figures”, qui s'etendra
sur une décennie. Cette série de portraits met en scéne des individus inconnus,
inspirés par les enseignements bouddhistes et jungiens sur les principes
masculins et féminins. La méme année, il commence a capturer des couples
dans des moments d’intimité, explorant les dimensions bouddhistes de lesprit
en union. Cette série sera présentée sous le titre “The Diamond and the Lotus” en
2012.

Au cours de sa carriere, Langer a publié plusieurs livres. Ses ceuvres ont ete
exposees dans des institutions prestigieuses telles que la Benrubi Gallery (NYC),
la Kopeikin Gallery (Los Angeles) et la ClampArt (NYC). Il a egalement regu des
bourses et des prix de la Joy of Giving Something Foundation, du Wood Institute,
de Madrid Foto et du Palm Beach Photographic Centre’s Fotofusion Rising Star
Award.

Les photographies de Langer font partie des collections permanentes de
plusieurs institutions renommees, dont la Yale University Art Gallery, le Zimmerli
Art Museum, la Rutgers University, ainsi que des collections privees appartenant a
des personnalités telles que Sir Elton John et Sir Mick Jagger.

Pendant plus de dix ans, Langer a partage ses connaissances en enseignant la
photographie a l[Academy of Art University de San Francisco. Actuellement, il
enseigne aux Santa Fe Workshops. Langer reside a Portland, dans ['Oregon, et
se consacre actuellement a deux projets. Le premier, intitulé “Berlin”, explore
ses racines juives. Le second projet, intitulé “Samsara: the Wheel of Life and
Transcendence”, reflete le cycle bouddhiste de la naissance, de la mort et de la
renaissance, en réponse au déces de son pere en 2019.
